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Abstract

This thesis is seeking to provide a possibility for dialogue and synthesis
between Rationalism and Constructivism in order to introduce an analytical pluralistic
framework to study international cooperation phenomenon. For this reason, the thesis
has become to be known under the title of ( International Cooperation from the
perspective of Rationalist-Constructivist dialogue ).

Due to epistomological obstacles that incommensurability is posing, the
theoretical synthesis doesn’t seem available in the context of paradigmatic perceptions
hegemony, upon the theoretical view in the field. As a matter of fact, this study
attempted, accross its four Chapters, to find out a pluralistic approach to enable the
study of international cooperation from dialogue and synthesis perspective.

And thus, the research has arisen from the following question: “Is synthesis
between Rationalism and Constructivism possible to design a complementary analytic
framework to study international cooperation phenomenon?”

And as an attempt to achieve its dialogic aim, the study has arisen from
criticising of paradigmatic thesis and Monism tendency. It tried to defend pluralism
and dialogue instead. And thus, the research relied upon the concept of ‘Research
Tradition’ as it was improved by Larry Laudan. The methodological choices of this
research were based on Paragmatism and Analytical eclecticism to achieve the
announced goal in the problematic. These choices have come to belittle
epistomological obstacles in front of the comparison between Rationalism and
Constructivism, in an intention to uncover the continuation sides and the points of
communication and agreements between them and that’s by treating their assumptions
when analysing international cooperation phenomenon.

Eventually,the research has reached a result which sums up that Rationalism
and Constructivism could complete one another accross different levels and various
facets, if the logic of research is changed and dealing with them as if they’re
analytical tools rather than treating them as ontological positions. And that’s could
happen by avoiding meta-theoritical debates and distancing from paradigmatic
ossification. And subsequently, the sharp severing that has been exaggerated for so
long by Paradigmatism is overstated and it’s hard to justify in front real facts. As a
result, the synthetic approach of international cooperation phenomenon is possible
and the theoretical dialogue is even necessary to develop the theoretical practices in
the IR field.
